while recognizing the economic
importance of regional centres. But
more importantly, this option in-
volved knitting together the urban
fabric, putting the accent on all
forms of public transportation to
the detriment of personal use of
the automobile, protecting farm
land and green space.

One can criticize and question
the value of such consultation but
it has many strong points. First, it
is an undeniable effort to sensitize
and educate the population. One
cannot deny the interest shown by
the citizens in the planning of their
city and their region.

This exercise was also unique in
the way citizens were involved in a
decisional process. From then on,
the elected representatives had a
moral obligation to take into ac-
count the orientation given by the
public to city planning. Any pri-
vate promotion project going
against this orientation now has to
be justified to the population.

The consultation and the parti-
cipation went on with savings in
time, energy and money. For once,
citizens really felt that government
valued their opinion since they
could see tangible results.

Lastly, Vision 2020 has become
a reference document for the
whole region and will help
strengthen policies in terms of
transportation, planning and ter-
ritory protection.

One can like this kind of con-
sultation or not. But it makes us re-
flect on the consultation and par-
ticipation process which we are
experiencing in Montreal. 4
